
The tournament is being organized by the summer baseball clubs of Chaparral High School and Lu-
theran High School Parker, and is open to the first six 5A and first six 2A/3A teams to register.  Reg-
istration is $425.  All proceeds, minus umpires and tournament awards expenses, will be provided to 
Double Angel Foundation to be used for upgrades and maintenance at the Double Angel Ballpark.   
The Double Angel Ballpark was built and is operated by a non -profit organization formed after two 
young baseball -loving Parker boys drowned following exposure to carbon monoxide while boating.  
The two -field, state -of -the-art complex was built entirely from donations, and receives no taxpayer 
support, only field rental fees and donations.  Funds are currently being raised for a permanent rest-
room facility.
